Sausage Crescent Cheese Balls

1 1b spicy or regular unstuffed sausage
2 cups shredded sharp cheddar cheese
1 8oz. can refrigerated crescent rolls

2 T. flour

Heat oven to 375 °. Line a 15x10x1 - inch pan with foil and spray with
cooking spray.

In a large bowl, mix well sausage and cheese set aside. Unroll crescent
dough on work surface. Coat each side of dough with 1 T flour. Using
pizza cutter or knife, cut dough into 1/4 inch pieces. Mix crescent dough
pieces into sausage mixture in small amount until well blended.

Shape mixture into 42 (1 1/4 inch) balls. Place in pan. Bake 15to 17
minutes or until golden brown

Monte Cristo Breakfast Casserole

Butter, for greasing pan 1 Ib. deli ham
16 slices of white sandwich bread 6 large eggs
2 c. shredded Swiss cheese 2/3 ¢. milk
1/2 tsp. black pepper 1 tsp. salt

1/4 tsp. ground nutmeg
Powdered sugar, for sprinkling

Preheat oven to 375 degrees F. Grease a large, deep baking dish with
butter. Lay 6-8 slices of bread in an even layer in the bottom of the pan.
Fold ham slices in half and place on top of the bread. Sprinkle about two-
thirds of the cheese over the ham then top with more bread slices.

In a large bowl, whisk together egg, milk, salt, pepper and nutmeg. Pour
mixture evenly over the bread slices. If you have time, cover the casserole
and let it sit in the fridge for 30 minutes. Otherwise, top with remaining
cheese and transfer immediately to oven to bake until the cheese is bubbly
and the top is golden, about 35 minutes.

Sift powdered sugar over the casserole. Serve warm with preserves.

JUST FOR THOUGHT

The White Envelope

It all began because my husband Mike hated Christmas. Oh, not the true
meaning of Christmas, but the commercial aspects of it — overspending and
the frantic running around at the last minute to get a tie for Uncle Harry and
the dusting powder for Grandma — the gifts given in desperation because
you couldn't think of anything else.

It's just a small, white envelope stuck among the branches of our Christmas
tree. No name, no identification, no inscription. It has peeked through the
branches of our tree for the past ten years.

Knowing he felt this way, | decided one year to bypass the usual shirts,
sweaters, ties and so forth. | reached for something special just for Mike.
The inspiration came in an unusual way.

Our son Kevin, who was 12 that year, was on the wrestling team at the
school he attended. Shortly before Christmas, there was a non-league match
against a team sponsored by an inner-city church. These youngsters,
dressed in sneakers so ragged that shoestrings seemed to be the only thing
holding them together, presented a sharp contrast to our boys in their spiffy
blue and gold uniforms and sparkling new wrestling shoes.

As the match began, | was alarmed to see that the other team was wrestling
without headgear, a kind of light helmet designed to protect a wrestler's
ears. It was a luxury the ragtag team obviously could not afford.

Well, we ended up walloping them. We took every weight class. Mike,
seated beside me, shook his head sadly, "I wish just one of them could have
won," he said. "They have a lot of potential, but losing like this could take
the heart right out of them." Mike loved kids — all kids. He so enjoyed
coaching little league football, baseball and lacrosse. That's when the idea
for his present came.

That afternoon, | went to a local sporting goods store and bought an
assortment of wrestling headgear and shoes, and sent them anonymously to
the inner-city church. On Christmas Eve, | placed a small, white envelope
on the tree, the note inside telling Mike what | had done, and that this was
his gift from me.

Mike's smile was the brightest thing about Christmas that year. And that
same bright smile lit up succeeding years. For each Christmas, | followed
the tradition — one year sending a group of handicapped youngsters to a
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hockey game, another year a check to a pair of elderly brothers whose home
had burned to the ground the week before Christmas, and on and on.

The white envelope became the highlight of our Christmas. It was always
the last thing opened on Christmas morning, and our children — ignoring
their new toys — would stand with wide-eyed anticipation as their dad lifted
the envelope from the tree to reveal its contents. As the children grew, the
toys gave way to more practical presents, but the small, white envelope
never lost its allure.

The story doesn't end there. You see, we lost Mike last year due to dreaded
cancer. When Christmas rolled around, | was still so wrapped in grief that |
barely got the tree up. But Christmas Eve found me placing an envelope on
the tree. And the next morning, | found it was magically joined by three
more. Unbeknownst to the others, each of our three children had for the
first time placed a white envelope on the tree for their dad. The tradition
has grown and someday will expand even further with our grandchildren
standing to take down that special envelope.

Mike's spirit, like the Christmas spirit will always be with us.

The Inventor of Sandblasting
was a Real, American Hero

! Benjamin Chew Tilghman, invented
}N__ sandblasting

As a native of the great state of
Pennsylvania,  Tilghman  attended
Bristol College and, later, the
University of Pennsylvania.

- Receiving his degree in law, Tilghman
___ never practiced because, he had several
T other cool things that needed doing.

Prior to the Civil War, Tilghman was first and foremost a trailblazer in
every sense of the word. Having journeyed through Europe and much of
the then United States, the weary-worn traveler took needed rests in various
factories and laboratories where he offered his brainpower free-of-charge:
so long as he could further stimulate his mind.

After the war broke out, Tilghman volunteered in the 26th PA volunteer
infantry. Entering the Army as a captain, he sustained a severe wound
during the Battle of Chancellorsvile in 1863, culminating in his promotion
to Colonel and Commander of the 3rd United States Colored Troops.

Two years later, Tilghman was promoted to Brigadier General for
“meritorious services.”

While stationed in the desert, General Tilghman witnessed the effects of
wind-blown sand on windows — producing a matte and weathered effect,
Tilghman was inspired to use this media as a tool.

Around 1870, Benny Chew Tilghman invented the sandblasting process
that we all know. He soon found the process was useful for sharpening
tools, engraving, cleaning, and achieving a desired aesthetic in wood
furniture.

In 1871, the American Institute of the City of New York awarded
him the Great Medal of Honor for the invention — following this, he
was given the Elliot Cresson Medal for the invention by the Franklin
Institute.
